Winchester (every
available space seems to provide another mantelpiece,
cupboard or shelf), there’s no excuse for clutter. The
master bedroom has plenty of shelving for
knickknacks, and a number of electric sockets plus a
television point allow you to set up the room as you
want it, though you have to provide your own T'V.
Quilt covers and pillowcases are provided, so the

home is ready to be lived in as soon as you step into it.

The master bedroom in the two-bedroom model also
boasts a walk-in wardrobe to store as many clothes as
you can cram into your luggage. There’s a dinky en
suite washroom and toilet as well.

The shower is tucked away in a second washroom,
with shelving for toiletries. A ceiling-mounted
extractor fan removes steam and prevents damp.

In the spacious lounge, picture windows make the
most of the sunlight. Upright lamps make it inviting
to curl up in one of the easy chairs if you don’t fancy
heading outside. Additional lighting is provided by a
reading lamp, plus there’s secluded lighting above the
windows. The lounge can also be used as an extra
bedroom as the sofa unfolds into a double bed.

The lounge opens into the kitchen, in which a
great deal of effort has been taken to make this an
effective workspace. Above the oak-effect laminate
floor there’s a large integrated fridge freezer and an
oven with easy-clean hob. Over the cooker a stainless
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steel extractor fan eliminates cooking smells, while a
pullout wire vegetable rack and pan drawers make the
most of every alcove. The glass-topped table can sit
four comfortably, or you could even take your meal
outside to the optional decking.

You can choose from three sites in Andalucia; the
Orange Grove site in Pizarra, created around a hill
with mountain views, La Posada in Antequera,
surrounded by olive groves, or Monte Vista in Loja,
in a peaceful mountain location overlooking the
snow-capped Sierra Nevadas.
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A more affordable option, the Bluebird Parkstone is still an elegantly designed and hugely

ooking like it costs a lot more
than £37,000, this impressive
home is full of sweeping
curves. Shaped seating enfolds
a small coffee table, with plenty of room
for a family of four plus guests. Large
windows wrap around the area, making it
extremely airy, while a large mirror above the
mantelpiece enhances the light. The open-plan
design gives an impression of spaciousness, and the
lounge, which opens onto the dining area, follows the
same path, with cushioned seating around a small
hexagonal table. A shelf behind the seating provides a
convenient place to set down dishes and bottles of
wine when the table is crowded. Due to the size of the
table, it is likely you will prefer to eat outside on the
decking, which can be fitted once the home has been
delivered to the Breakaway site of your choice. This is
an optional extra, but really essential as it enables you
to enjoy the weather and effectively creates an
additional room.
The fitted kitchen slots in so neatly that there is

masses of storage space. The fridge is
concealed behind a cupboard door, and
above this is a wine rack, over which is a

shelf with room for a microwave.
The Parkstone comes in a three-
bedroom model and a two-bedroom
model, the main difference between the two
being that the marginally bigger three-
bedroom model has a slightly smaller main
bedroom to allow for an additional twin room, and
rather than an en suite washroom with toilet, there is
just an additional washroom alongside the main
shower room. Matching bed covers are another
optional extra, but this seems unnecessary as you can
bring your own and choose a colour scheme to suit.
All mattresses are fully sprung, included the fold-
out double bed in the lounge, ideal for unexpected
guests. There’s also a handy fold-away single bed to
make the most of every bit of space when the family
visit from the Britain.
